We want our daughters to live and 
love like Jesus, to show people how valuable they are to 
Him. We want to teach our girls that we are called to be 
givers, just like God.

Start by packing the lamb plushie (give it a little squeeze…it sings). 
Make a bracelet to go in the box using the bead kit we provide. Then fill with other fun 
toys,hygiene items, and school supplies.
Have your girl trace her handprint and write a prayer on the activity page provided.  
Don’t forget to also include a personal note and photo—sometimes these are the child’s 
favorite things to receive!

You and your daughter can make a difference in the life of another 
child through Operation Christmas Child and your empty True Girl 
box.

Empty your True Girl box. While you can use any average-size cardboard or plastic 
shoebox, your True Girl box is the perfect size! Start by emptying your box completely.

Attach your label. Attach the adhesive boy/girl label that was included in your box. Use 
the label to indicate on your shoebox that you are packing for a girl in the following age 
categories: 5–9 or 10–14.
